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Attach the Mounting Plate (C) to the Table Top (A) using Bolt (F), Lock Washer (G) and Flat
Washer (H) with the Allen Key (J). Do not over tighten the bolts.
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3 Attach the Leg With Leveler (D) to the Pedestal (B) using Flat Washer (H), Lock Washer (G) and
Hex Nut (I) with the Wrench (K). Do not over tighten the nuts.
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Stand the table up on an even surface and check for balance. If the table wobbles slightly, adjust
the levelers.

Stop when you feel you are adding force to tighten the bolts.
