Assembly Instructions
Step 1 - Preparing for installation.

A. Disconnect electrical power at fuse or circuit breaker box before installing 
or servicing any part of this fixture. 

B. Remove fixture from carton; remove components from hardware kit. 

Wiring-all wiring must take place inside junction box (not included). 

Caution: Make sure power is off at fuse or circuit breaker box. Check power wires 
for damage or scrapes. Use wire suitable for at least 90°C (194°F). 
Note: Most dwellings built before 1985 have supply wire rated to 60C. Consult a 
qualified electrician before installing. 

Step 2 – Wiring fixture. 

A. Make all wire connections to appropriate wire. Secure with wire nuts 
(provided).  

B. Connect the green wire from the fixture to the supply power source ground 
wire.  

C. The black wire from the fixture is connected to the black (L) wire from supply 
power source.  

D. The white wire from the fixture is connected to the white (N) wire from supply 
power source.  

E. Tuck all connections neatly into the junction box.  

Step 3 – Canopy Mounting. 

A. Install ceiling mounting pan (1) to junction (3) NOT INCLUDED with two 

screws (2). 

B. Lift Canopy cover (4) over downward threaded stems (5) aligning clearance 

holes. 

C. Use thumb screws (6) and hand tighten canopy flush to the ceiling.

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Fixture Dimming and Color Adjusting. 
Dimming –  

Apply soft pressure to the square pad on the end of main body of the fixture.  While 
holding soft continuous pressure the light will dim.  If the light is already dim, holding 
soft pressure to the same pad will brighten the fixture. 
 
Note: The dimming level is individually controlled for each color temperature.  So when 
going thru the different color temperatures there may be different brightness levels for 
each color. 

 
Adjusting Color Temperature –  

To adjust color temperature softly tap the square pad on the end of the main body.  
The fixture color temperatures will jump thru the 3 different CCTs. 
 
Note: When fixture is turned off it will turn back on at the last color temperature but 
does not retain the dimming level. 
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
