Leg(B).

Attach Headboard(A) to Left Support Leg(B) using Bolts(d)), Washers(®) and
Spring Washers(®) with Allen Key(®).

Repeat the same process with Right Support Leg(C).

Attach Support Leg(B/C) to the assembled Rail using Blots(D), Washers(®),
Washers(@) and Nuts(®) with Allen Key(®) and Wrench(®).

Then, attach Metal Pads(10) to the back of Headboard(A) using Screws((©®).
