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Attach Back Frame (E) to LSF & RSF Arm (C & D) using Bolt (N & L) with
Allen Key (Q).
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Attach Left & Right Arm Post Leg (A & B) to RSF Arm (D) using Bolt (N)
with Allen Key (Q).2
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Attach Front & Back Rail (F) to LSF & RSF Arm (C & D) and Left & Right
Arm Post Leg (A & B) using Bolt (O) with Allen Key (Q).

Attach Support Bar (G) to Front & Back Rail (F) using Bolt (M) with Allen
Key (Q). Then attach Center Rail (H) to Support Bar (G) using Bolt (M)
and Nut (P) with Allen Key (Q) and Wrench (R).
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Insert Slat (I) into Front & Back Rail (F) as shown. Then lock Slat Connector
(J) to fix Slat (I).6
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Connect Slat (I) using Slat Spacer (K) as shown.  7

Attach Caster (D) to Long Rail (A) using Bolt (H) and Nut (J) with L-Allen
Key (K) and Wrench (L).

Attach Long Rail (A) to Short Rail (B) using Bolt (I) with L-Allen Key (K).
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Attach Caster with Brake (C) to Long Rail (A) using Bolt (H) and Nut (J)
with L-Allen Key (K) and Wrench (L).
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Cleaning & Care
Treat surfaces with care. Surfaces are resistant to scratches but are not scratch resistant. Clean surfaces

with a dry or damp soft cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners. Hardware may loosen over time. Periodically

check that all connections are tight.

Connect Slat (E) using Slat Spacer (G) as shown.
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Insert Slat (E) into Long Rail (A) as shown. Then lock Slat Connector (F) 
to fix Slat (E).
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
