Secure bolts (#D) with washers (#H,F) 75% into
the holes of the headboard (#1), then rest the side
rails (#3) onto bolts (#D). Fully secure bolts (#D).

Secure bolts (#B) with washers (#H,F) 75% into #B
the holes of the footboard (#2), then rest the side
rails (#3) onto bolts (#B). Fully secure bolts (#B).

Align center slat (#9) to the holes of the slats (#7),
then secure by attach support legs (#8) onto the

slats (#7,9). Adjust the leveler on the support legs
(#8) according to ground level.

Align slats (#7) onto side rails (#3),
7 then secure by using screws (#l).
