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Step 2

Position the First Leg Frame (B) to the Second Leg Frame (C) as shown in the above picture.
ZS.%f(D:t)Jre the First Leg Frame (B) to the Second Leg Frame (C) by using a Bolt (D) and the Allen Key
Note.: In this step, the legs with the levelers will be upside down

Do not fully tighten the Bolts.
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Turn the assemble in step 2 right side up
Attach Support Panel (D) to First Leg Frame (B) and Second Leg Frame

(C) from Step 2, using a Screw (@) and Allen Key (®).
Do not fully tighten the Bolts.

Place the Table top (A) with its underside skywards onto a clean, soft
surface to avoid any scratches or possible damage to the product.
Position the assemble from step 3 onto the Table Top (A), by using a Bolt
(@) and the Allen Key (@).

Do not fully tighten the Bolts.
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Adjust height for ~ Adjust low for

Adjust Pre-installed

Turn the Table over, with assistance from your partner.

Adjust the Levellers until the Table is level with the ground.

To adjust the Levellers, get assistance from an adult partner to lift/lean and
hold the Table while you are working.
