(Part B} and Headboard Middle Leg
(Part C) to Headboard (Part A) using
(6) Washers (Part L) and (6) 8*40
Screws (Part M). Tighten with Allen
Wrench (Part N)

on the footboard

STEP 2: Insert Bed Legs (Part K) into Footboard
(Part D) and turn clockwise to tighten.

G) to Middle Leg (Part H) using (2)
Washers (Part L) and (2) 8%40 Screws
(Part M). Tighten with Allen Wrench

using {2) Washers (Part L) and (2)

STEP 7: Remove remaining preassembled screws from Headboard
Side Legs and Footboard. Attach Siderails (Part E) to Headboard and
Footboard using preassembled screws.

STEP 9: Insert (28) Slats (Part J) into the left and right sides of the Middle
Slat Holders {Part P). Insert Slats into Outer Slat Holders (Part O). Push

STEP 10: Ensure all screws and slats are secure.
