1. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts and accessories are
included as shown in the above illustration.

2 » Unscrew knob nuts (F) from canopy (E), then gently remove
mounting plate (C) from canopy (E) and set them aside for
later installation.
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3 » Pass the fixture wires through iron washer (L) and plastic
spacer (K), then through glass shade (M) and the other
plastic spacer (K).

Pass wires through cover (H) and screw it onto the top of
sockets assembly (N).

4 » Aligniron ring () and arms (G), and carefully secure arms
(G) on the slots of iron ring (1).

Secure them by threading screws (J) into iron ring (1).
