. Make sure the voltage you are using is 120V. The maximum wattage is Type B, Max 40W per bulb.
. Keep the lamp away from acidic and alkaline substances in case of damaging the surface of the lamp.

. When replacing bulbs, you should turn off or unplug the lamp and you must wait until it is cool as bulbs
get hot quickly.

3 » Unscrew knob nuts (G) from canopy (E) then remove
mounting plate (C).




4 » Adjust arms (L) to the proper position.

5 » 1) According to your desired hanging height to choose and

use tubes (H).

Then pass the fixture wires through the chosen tubes (H),

swivel joint (F) and canopy (E).

2) Be sure that all the threaded pipes are tightened, then
screw the chosen tubes (H) onto swivel joint (F) and the

top of arms assembly (M).
Hand tighten till snug.

6 » Attach mounting plate (C) to the outlet box with mounting

screws (B).

7 » Make wire connections
