-Do not dispose of any packing material until assembly is complete.

-Be sure you assemble the item on a soft surface such as cardboard or on a blanket
protect the quality finish from scratches or indentation.

-Separate and organize all hardware in plastic tus, if available, for easy
identifacation

-Count all hardware and parts to make certain you received all before attempting
assembly

-Inspect each wood part for any unlikely shipping damage or manufacturing flaws.

-You have purchased real solid wood furniture which may present natural
imperfections such knots and minor splits and cracks. Natural wood loses and
gains moisture due to seasonal changes which over time my also affect the wood.
If the structural integrity of the piece is not compromised, we recommend applying
a touch up marker or wax fillers, for any minor imperfections, which can be

purchased at most hardware stores. Color variations are normal in real wood
furniture, due to the natural grain of the wood.

Caring for you new Wood Furniture
-Always clean with a damp cloth or furniture polish.
-Do not use alcohol or alcohol solvents for cleaning.

-Avoid placing in direct sun light to minimize damage due to UV rays.

-Try not to place furniture very near or on top of heaters.

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SAFETY WARNINGS

v/ Follow the information on the warning labels on the upper bunk bed structure and on the
carton. Do not remove warning label from the bed.

v/ Always use the recommended size mattress support, or both, to help prevent the
likelihood of entrapment or falls.

v/ The top surfaces of the mattress must be at least 5" below the upper edge of the
guardrails.

v/ Do notallow children under 6 years of age to use the upper bunk.
v/ Prohibitmore than one person on the upper bunk.

v/ Periodically check and ensure that the guardrails, ladder and other components are in
their proper position, free from damage, and that all connectors are tight.

v/ Do notallow horseplay on or under the bed. Always prohibit jumping on the bed.

v/ Always use the ladder for entering and leaving the upper bunk.

v/ Do notuse substitute parts. Contact the manufacturer or dealer for replacement parts
v/ Use of a night-light may provide added safety for a child using the upper bunk.

v/ If the bunk bed will be placed next to the wall, the guardrail that runs the full length of the
be should be placed against the wall to prevent entrapment between the bed and the
wall.

v/ Always use guardrails on both long sides of the upper bunk.
v/ The use of a water or sleep floatation mattress is prohibited.
v/ Keep these instructions for future reference.

v/ We recommend assembling your bunk bed on the shipping carton to protect your floor or
carpet. Be certain all staples are out of the box before beginning assembly on the
shipping carton.
