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Step A1 » Insert fixture body-A (H) into fixture body-B (J), then secure them with small screws (l).

Step A2 » Unscrew screws (D) from mounting plate (C) and canopy (E).

Step A3 » Attach mounting plate (C) to the outlet box with mounting screws (A).

Step A4 » Make wire connections

Step A5 » Raise canopy (E) to the ceiling and secure canopy (E) in place by threading screws (D) into canopy
(E) and mounting plate (C).

Step A6 » The length of cords (G) is adjustable:
e Press down and hold lock nuts (F) by hand.
e Pull or push cord (G) in and out of canopy (E) to increase or decrease the hanging height.
The direction of lights is adjustable:

e Rotate the swivel joints on fixture body within 350 degrees.
e Move lighting (K) up and down within 90 degrees.

4.Check that everything is installed properly, then you can turn on the light. We hope you enjoy
your new lighting!
