ASSEMBLY & INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts and accessories are
included as shown in the above illustration.

2. Make pre-installation

Step A1 » Adjust socket arms (R) to proper position, and then screw tube (L) to top of socket assembly (Q) as
shown in the illustration,

Step A2 » 1) Screw loop (J) to fixture loop assembly (K).
2) Screw fixture loop assembly (K) to top of tube (L) as shown in the illustration.

Step A3 » 1) Align holes of arms (N) and of iron frame (O), and then screw ball nuts (M) through the holes to
top of pipes (P) as shown in the illustration.
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2) Screw ball nuts (M) through holes of iron frame (O) to pipes (P) as shown in the

illustration.

Step B1 » By measuring, determine the correct number of links needed for proper hanging height. Using the
chain pliers, disconnect and discard the unwanted part.

Step B2 » Attach quick link (H) to chain (1) and loop (J) on the top of fixture loop assembly (K).

Step B3 » Carefully weave the fixture wires through chain (1) in and out of every other link and stop just when
you reach the top of chain (). Gently pull the wires to ensure the wires are not stressed.
