Step A2 » Carefully pass the supply wires from the outlet box through mounting plate (C).

Secure mounting plate (C) to the outlet box with mounting screws (B).

Step A3 » Make wire connections

2) Carefully thread studs (F) through the holes in canopy (E) and mounting plate (C) and then
secure them by tightening studs (F).

Step A5 » 1) Screw pipes (N) to fixing (O) as shown in the illustration.

2) NOTE:To drill the holes in the wall for anchor (1), attach small mounting plate (J) to wall with
wood screw (K) and mark the holes as shown in the illustration.

e Drill holes and gently knock anchor (1) into the holes until anchor (1) are level with the wall.
