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Step A1 » Unscrew studs (D) from mounting plate (C) and canopy (E).

To adjust the hanging height of the fixture:

e Press down and hold lock nuts (F) by hand.

e Pull or push steel wire (H) and cable (G) in and out of canopy (E) to increase or decrease the
hanging height.
