ASSEMBLY & INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that all parts and accessories are
included as shown in the above illustration.

2. Make pre-installation
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Step A1 » 1) Carefully pass the fixture wires through one side of tubes (M) and sphere (J).

2) Screw sphere (J) to top of tubes (M), and then screw the unit (J & M) to top of socket assembly
(N) as shown in illustration.

Step A2 » Screw pipes (1) to top of sphere (J).

Step A3 » 1) Open quick link (H). Attach quick link (H) to loops (F). Close quick links (G).
2) To adjust the hanging height of the fixture:

e Press down and hold lock nuts (K) by hand.
e Pull or push steel wire (L) in and out of canopy (E) to increase or decrease the hanging height.

3. Turn off power

Step B2 » Attach mounting plate (C) to the outlet box with mounting screws (B).

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Step B3 » Make wire connections

assembled screws on mounting plate (C).

i NOTE: canopy (E) should be snug against the ceiling with ball nuts (G).

i If not, remove canopy (E), adjust the threaded length of pre-assembled
mounting screws on mounting plate (C):

¢ First, unscrew the pre-assembled hex nuts.
i * Then, screw the pre-assembled mounting screws in or out of mounting plate

(C).

* When the secure length is achieved, tighten the pre-assembled hex nuts and

back to Step B4.

Step B5 » Install bulbs (not included) (Please do not exceed the maximum wattage recommended on

the socket)

o If the chain breaks, please use chain buckles to connect the broken chain as shown in the

following illustration.
