3. Before you start, NEVER attempt any work without shutting off the electricity until the work is done.

4. Mounting surface should be clean, dry, flat, strong enough and 1/4” larger than the canopy on all sides. Any gaps
between the mounting surface and canopy exceeding 3/16” should be corrected as required.

5. Make sure that the ceiling or wall can stand the weight of the lamp before installation.
6. Make sure the voltage you are using is 120V. The maximum wattage is Type T, Max 60W per bulb.
7. Keep the lamp away from acidic and alkaline substances in case of damaging the surface of the lamp.
8. When replacing bulbs, you should turn off or unplug the lamp and you must wait until it is cool as bulbs get hot

quickly.
9. The safety instructions appearing in this manual are not meant to cover all possible conditions that may occur. It

must be understood that common sense, caution and care must be used with any electrical products.

Step B1 » Unscrew canopy nuts (H) from the mounting plate (D). Separate the mounting plate (D) and canopy 
(E).

Step B2 » 1) Carefully pass the fixture wires through the mounting plate (D).

2) Attach mounting plate (D) to the outlet box with mounting screws (A).

Note: the side of mounting plate (D) marked "GND" must face out.

Step B3 » Make wire connections

Connect wires as shown in the charts below. PLEASE NOTE THAT GROUND WIRE IS BARE 
COPPER WIRE, NEVER CONNECT OTHER WIRES TO GROUND WIRES.

(A) Screw tubes (I) together. And screw the assembled tubes (I) on the bracket (J). * Tubes (I) with

threads should be downward and tightened on the bracket (J).

(B) Open quick links (G). Attach quick links (G) to loops (F) on the canopy (E). Close quick links

(G).

1) Inset the frame tubes (M) between two frames (P), align the threads of frame tubes (M) with the
holes of frames (P).

2) Screw frame nuts (K) onto frames (P), each frame should be screwed with four frame nuts (K).
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5. Check that everything is installed properly, then you can turn on the light. We hope you enjoy
your new lighting!

• Twist wires together with plastic wire connectors (B) until tightly joined.
• Wrap each connector with approved electrical tape and sure that no wire strands are exposed.
• Carefully tuck all wires into the outlet box.

Step B4 » Raise canopy (E) to the ceiling and secure the canopy (E) in place by tightening canopy nuts (H) 
onto pre-assembled screws on mounting plate (D).

NOTE: canopy (E) should be snug against the ceiling with canopy nuts (H).

If not, remove canopy (E), adjust the threaded length of pre-assembled 
mounting screws on mounting plate (D):

• First, unscrew the pre-assembled hex nuts.
• Then, screw the pre-assembled mounting screws in or out of mounting plate

(D).
• When the secure length is achieved, tighten the pre-assembled hex nuts and

back to Step B4.
