Ensure that the GFCl is still in the tripped condition by
pressing the TEST button.

Press the RESET button fully and release. The Status Indicator turns Green. If the Status Indicator turns Off and
the GFCI cannot be reset, press the TEST button to trip the GFCI. Contact your electrician as the Line and Load
connections in your receptacle might be reversed.
