Maintenance during winter season or long term storage: 
During winter season, the water inside the toilet may freeze after long periods of storage and non-usage.  
Please take necessary measures to prevent any potential damage to the toilet. 
Before turning on the power and water supply, allow it to defrost with warm room temperature for 30 minutes.
In case of extreme cold/freezing environment, wrap the water inlet with a warm towel.
