Cabinet movement instructions

Before moving the cabinet, please ensure that no objects 

are placed on the shelf; Remove the tempered glass 

shelf and put it in a safe location; Check the door 

lock to ensure that the tempered glass door is 

closed; Items inside the cabinet are prohibited. 

Please use two people when moving, it is limited to 

short distance indoor movement and the movement dis-

tance should not exceed 3 meters(＜3m/118in); Please 

completely unpack and protect the glass when moving or

GOOD TO KNOW ABOUT TEMPERED GLASS

 01  Tempered glass has a 0.3% risk of self-explosion. In case of such an accident, please contact us and 
we will replace the damaged glass. During installation, please wear gloves, long-sleeved shirts, pants and 
socks to avoid possible injury ;

 02  To avoid possible accidents, please keep children away during installation. Please make sure that the 
installation is done by two adults ;

 03  During installation, use cardboard or carpet as a buffer layer to prevent the glass corner from col-
liding with hard objects such as the floor. Especially when installing tempered glass, make sure the cor-
ners do not hit the floor to prevent the tempered glass from exploding due to force changes ;

 04  When installing a display case, install the anti-tilt device first to avoid possible serious or fatal 
injury. To prevent possible tipping over, the display case must be permanently attached to the wall. Wall 
mounting is not limited to the fixtures we offer. You are free to install similar fixtures to avoid possi-
ble hazards ;

 05  DO NOT operate the cabinet door frequently, and DO NOT shake the cabinet to avoid the risk of collid-
ing with the cabinet door or dropping objects. Again, install an anti-tipping device and keep children away 
(at least 2 meters/6.6 feet away)from this display case. Please also install a door lock to avoid possible 
injury from accidental operation by children ;

 06  The top/bottom panel of this cabinet is made of MFC/PVC-covered particle board, which is not fireproof 
;

 07  For disposal, please contact the relevant local authorities or qualified companies ;

 08  The product is a partially transparent tempered glass display case, it is not fully transparent. After 
installation, the distance may be different due to the different fixing forces ;

 09  No part of this product can be swallowed, played with, or used for other purposes ;

 10  Please adjust the footrest on the product after installation. The maximum load of the glass plate is 
5.00 kg/11 lbs. Note that the load capacity is for stored items only ;

 11  Product dimensions may have a tolerance of 10 mm/0.4 inch due to different measuring tools or methods 
;

 12  After installing the cabinet, check and tighten all screws to avoid potential safety hazards, such as 
shelves falling and cabinet structures becoming loose due to loose screws ;
