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Attach the Connection Rod (D) and (E) to assembled Leg Frame using the
Bolt (@) with Allen Wrench (®) as shown above.

Attach the Seat Cushion (F) to assmbled frame using the Washer (®), Bolt

Stand the Chair up.

Place the Chair on a LEVEL SURFACE to check for wobbles.
Adjust the levelers to ensure Chair stability.
