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Assembly Steps

Overview Wooden Bar (11)
Left Headboard Side(3A) Headboard(1)

Right Headboard Side(3B)

Slats (7)
Left Side Rail (4A)

FRONT FACING

This Bed has multiple parts and may require up to 30 minutes to assemble. To give you an
overview of the Bed parts, the above picture is provided to help you put the various parts into
perspective. Please read through the instructions below to familiarise yourself with the parts

and steps before assembly.
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Unpack and place all parts on a clean,non-marring surface.
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Align the Mounting Position of Headboard (1) and Headboard (2) into the Left/ Right
Headboard Side (3A) / (3B) as shown above. Affix by using 8 Bolts (A) with Allen Wrench (F).

Step 3

Connect the Headboard (1) to the Headboard (2) by using 5 Bolts (A) with Allen Wrench (F).
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Use your hands to screw the Bed Legs (10) into the Left Headboard Side (3A), the Right
Headboard Side (3B) and the Footboard (5). Be sure to turn clockwise.

Step 5

Attach the Bed Legs (10) to the Left Headboard Side (3A), the Right Headboard Side (3B) by
using 8 Screws (G), 2 Steel Bracket (H) and a Screwdriver (Not Provided).
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With the help of your partner, stand the completed the Footboard (5) and Headboard from
Step 5 as shown in the picture above. Affix by using 8 Bolts (B) with Allen Wrench (F).
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Attach the Left/Right Side Rail (4A)/(4B) to the Left/Right Headboard Side (3A)/(3B) by using
using 4 Bolts (C) with Allen Wrench (F).

Step 8

Attach the Wooden Bar (11) to the Headboard (2) and the Footboard (5) by using using
4 Bolts (A) with Allen Wrench (F).
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Step 9

Align the Mounting Position on the Slat Support Bar (6) to the Support Leg (9) . Attach the
Slat Support Bar (6) to the Wooden Bar by 2 Screws (E) and a Screwdriver (Not Provided).
Then fix Support Leg (9) and by using 1 Bolts (D) with Allen Wrench (F).

DO NOT FULLY TIGHTHEN BOLTS IN ONE GO, TIGHTEN THE BOLTS AFTER 3PCS
Support Leg (9) ARE ATTACHED.
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Step 10

Align the Mounting Position on the Slat Support Bar (6) to the Support Leg (9) and the Slat
(7). Attach the Slat (7) and the Slat Support Bar (6) to the Support Leg (9) and by using 2
Bolts (D) with Allen Wrench (F).

DO NOT FULLY TIGHTHEN BOLTS IN ONE GO, TIGHTEN THE BOLTS AFTER 3 PCS
Support Leg (9) ARE ATTACHED.

Fix the Slats (7)/(8) to Side Rails (4) and the Slats Support Bar by using 34 Screws (E) and a
Screwdriver (Not Provided).
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Rotate counterclockwise to increase the length of Floor Leveler, and raise that corner.

Rotate clockwise to lower that corner.

Step 11
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Step 12

Place the Bed on a LEVEL SURFACE.
Inspect it and make sure all parts are adequately connected.

Don't push too hard, shake on the bed.
This would help to align all the parts at all the joint areas.

CAUTION 1: When tightening these screws, tighten sequentially.

DO NOT tighten any screw fully and then towards the next one.

This would cause the frame to warp.

If there is still wobbles, loosen the screws and execute this same process.DO NOT
tighten any screw fully and then towards the next one.

WARNING!! IF BED IS NOT STABLE , IT COULD LEAD TO DAMAGING THE PRODUCT.
Ensure all screws are fully locked into position.

The bed is ready to be used.

CAUTION 2: This bed can only be used on a flat, level surface.
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
