SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

To avoid fire, shock and serious personal injury, please read the follwing instructions carefully.
Important Safety Instructions.

- Before installing the fan, disconnect the power by removing fuses or turning off circuit breakers.

- Make sure the installation site you choose allows a minimum of 7.5 fet from the blades to the floor and at least 30
inches from the tip of the blades to any obstruction (see the picture at the next page).

- If you are mounting the fan on a ceiling outlet box, use a metal outlet box. Secure the box directly to the building
structure. The outlet box and its support must be able to support the moving weight of the fan ( at least 45kgs.).
Do not use a plastic outlet box.

Attach the mounting bracket by using the hardware supplied with the ceiling outlet box.

- If you are mounting the fan to a joist, make sure it is strong enough to support the moving weight of the fan
(at least 45kgs).

- After installing the fan, make sure all the colections are secured. This will prevent the fan from falling.

- Do not insert anything into the fan blades while the fan is operating.

- Turn the fan off and wait for it to stop before reversing fan direction.

- To reduce risk of electrical shock and personal injury, do not install the fan on a sloped ceiling.

- To reduce the risk of electrical shock and personal injury, do not use this fan with any solid-state.

- To reduce risk of personal injury, use only the two steel screws and lock washers provided with the fan for
mounting the outle box.

Risk Of Electric Shock

- Before you start installing this ceiling fan, disconnect the power supply by turning off the circuit breaker. (see the
picture at the next page.)

- All electrical connections must be in accordance with local and National Electric Code (N.E.C.) standards and ANSI/
NFPA 70.

- Consult a qualified electrician if you are unfamiliar with proper electrical wiring connections.

- Do not alter, re-locate or remove wiring when nothing goes wrong with the product.

- Double-check all connections and screws to be sure they are tight and correct.

- Verify whether the supply voltage is correct by comparing it with the product information.

Risk Of Injury

- Keep all the parts of this product away from children. The package contains many small or heavy parts that
may bring the risk of choke or injury.

- Make sure to install all parts firmly enough in case they fall while running. Carefully check all screws, bolts, and
washers on the fan assembly to ensure they are secured.

- Wear safety gloves and safety glasses always when instaling or removing the light or the fan, or performing
maintenance.

- Some parts of the components are sharp and may hurt your hands, please make sure you are wearing safety
gloves when touching and installing the components.

- Wear rubber-soled shoes and work on a sturdy ladder.

Maintenance And Cleaning

- Periodically cleaning your celing fan is the only required maintenance. Use a soft brush or lint free cloth to
avoid scratching the paint. Please turn off the electricity power before you clean your fan.
- Do not use water when cleaning your ceiing fan. It could damage the motor or the blades or even evoke an
electrical shock.
- The motor has permanently lubricated ball bearing.
- No need to oil.
MAKE SURE THE POWER IS OFF IN THE ELECTRICAL PANEL BOX BEFORE YOU DO ANY CLEANING OR REPAIRS
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1.Remove the screws locked on the side of the motor, pass the fan blades through
the motor side holes, and install the fan blades onto the motor with screws.

2.Remove the lampshade and light source from the light source box in sequence,
and set them aside for future use.

3.Remove the screws at the bottom of the motor in sequence and install the light
source box onto the motor.

4.Insert the power cord through the LED patch light source and connect it to the LED
patch light source. Fix the LED patch light source upwards onto the lamp body.

The ceiling fan must be installed in the location where there is 12"(300mm) spacing from the tips of
all blades to the nearest objects or walls. REMEMBER to turn off the power before hanging the fan.
Follow the instruction below to hang your fan properly:

1. For concrete ceiling, drill two holes in the ceiling and secure the mounting bracket to the ceiling
with two ®0.32"(8mm) (distance between the two holes should be appropriate) expansion screws,
flat washers nuts provided and tighten with a spanner.
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2. For wood ceiling, secure the mounting bracket to the ceiling that is capable of carrying a load of at
least 100Ibs (45kgs) with two long mounting screws and washers provided. Be sure at least
0.12"(30mm) of the screw is threaded into the support.
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6.Loosen the set screws in the hanger ball assembly until the ball assembly untighten
ball slides carefully down the downrod. Remove the Pin from the downrod.

7.Remove and save the clevis pin and hairpin of the downrod.
Put the downrod through the canopy and coupling cover.

8.Loosen two set screws on the downrod support and then place the downrod
into the downrod support.(Figure 8)
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There are the electrical wires and the earth wire through the downrod.
Align the Clevis Pin holes in the downrod with the holes
in the downrod support.

Be sure to push the straight leg of the Hairpin Clip through the hole
near the end of the Clevis Pin until the curved portion of
the Hairpin snaps around the Clevis Pin.

Finally, re-tighten the two set screws.

A\ WARNING

It is critical that the clevis screw in the downrod support is properly
installed and the set screws are securely tightened.

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9. Carefully lift the fan, and set the downrod / hanger ball assembly on the hanger

bracket attached to the ceiling joist. Be sure the groove in the ball is properly aligned

with the tab on the hanger bracket. (Figure 9)

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REMOTE CONTROL SETTING AND OPERATION

1. Restore electrical to the outlet box by turning the electricity on at the
main fuse box.

2.Remove the battery cover from the remote control, install the battery and
the cover.

Note:
1). Use AAA 1.5V battery to replace battery.

2). If not using for long periods of time, remove the battery to prevent

damage to the remote transmitter, and store the remote transmitter
away from excess heat or humidity.

3. The buttons on the remote control transmitter control the fan speed and light
as follows.

3.Turn off the main power and turn on the Bluetooth of your phone.
(No need to connect any bluetooth device.)

4.Turn on the main power meanwhile click the button of connecting.
Light blinks twice to indicate a successful connection.




IMPORTANT: PAIRING BETWEEN REMOTE AND RECEIVER

1. Turn “ON"the power supply and within 30 seconds press and hold the transmitters
“‘FAN ON/OFF”button for 5 seconds and a“beep”will be heard this will then activate a
successful pairing and all functions will work normally.

IMPORTANT:
pairing initial step must be performed within 30 seconds of power being turned on.

1(a). when pairing multiple fans please ensure the isolation switch or power supply to the first
ifnstalled fan is turned off prior to pairing further fans e.g please pair one
an at a time

1(b). please ensure isolation switch is kept to the ON position, the isolation switch is not to be
used as a light switch as this will damage and make the remote recevier inoperable

2. If the transmitter functions are not working please check the battery orientation and power
level Low baltery voltage will affect the functions of your transmitter and operation of your

fan,Other remote controls nearby using the same frequency may cause interference with the
Fans receiver.

3. Please remove batteries from the transmitter if leaving unused for an extended period of
time.

4. Remote supports 200w maximum on lighting side

IMPORTANT REMINDERS

1. Please note: Receiver must be comrectly installed in the mounting bracket on fan

2. When the transmitter cannot control the receiver, please check the battery has sufficient
charge in the transmitter

3. When the transmitter cannot control the receiver, please check if there is any existence of
similar remote controlled products nearby, causing interference with each other.

4, Low power of batlery will affect the sensitivity of the transmitter and the signal reception
accordingly, must replace if the battery 15 getting low power.

5, Please take the battery out from the transmitter when leaving unused for a long time, to
avoid battery leaks.

6. Isolation Switch "Must be connected in the line.”

7. When power is cut to the unit {via a blackout or otherwise) when power is restored the light
will come on.

Before carrying out any cleaning or maintenance work, always make sure that the appliance is disconnected.
LED lights are not removable. LED lights can only be used within the product delivery, they can not be replaced.
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Lock protection- The DC motor has a built-in safety feature against blade or motor obstruction

during operation. If something obstructs the fan blades or motor, the motor will keep trying to run and
then stop operation after about 30 seconds of interruption. Please remove obstacles and reset. To
reset: Turn the fan off by remote transmitter and then turn the fan on.

Over load protection (current limit)- The device will limit the maximum current output from the
receiver/drive if the fan load has increased abnormally.

Tips

1. If your fan is operates automatically after installation and power on, it is because your fan has
memorized the previous factory setting. Use the Universal Mode or the learning function and your
fan will be ready for use.

2. If the fan or light isn’t working, reset power (turn the power off for at least 5 seconds and then turn the
power back on) and redo the learn function setting.

3.1t is not possible to remotely operate more than one fan in the same room (in the area where the remote
signal can reach to) if they share the same power supply. Separate power supplies
(such as using individual wall switches for each fan) is required if you want to separately control more than
one fan in same room.

4. When the fan is turned on or operated using forward/reverse function, it shutters & goes back & forth

until it turns.
This is a normal and it will take a few seconds to run this operation.

MAINTENANCE

1. Periodic cleaning of your new ceiling fan is
the only maintenance that is needed. A WARNING

Do not use solvents when cleaning your
ceiling fan. It could damage the motor
and create the possibility of electrical
shock.

2. When cleaning, use only a soft brush or lint
free cloth to avoid scratching the finish.

3. Abrasive cleaning agents are not required
and should be avoided to prevent damage
to finish.

RECOMMENDED:
Periodically check that the blade sets to the fan motor setscrews are secure and tight.
