Magnetic Strike profile (G) Installation

Attach the Magnetic Strike Profile (G) to the Top & Bottom Rails (A) using 6pcs of the
ST4 x 16 Screws (ee). (The side with magnetic stripe is inside) (Fig 2)

Drill the holes
into the walls using a @1/4” (6mm) drill bit and insert the Wall Anchors (bb). Repeat this

process for the opposite wall jamb. (Fig 8)
