Step 1

Unpack and place all parts on a clean, non-marring surface.
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With assistance from you adult partner, attach Front Bar (E) to Left Leg Panel (A) by

using Screw (@) and Allen Wrench (@) to secure as shown above.
Do not fully tighten the Screws.

Screws (③) and Allen Wrench (①) to secure as picture above.
Do not fully tighten the Screws.

When tightening the Bolts, Screws tighten sequentially.

DO NOT tighten any Bolts, Screws fully and then move on towards the next one.
If there are still wobbles, loosen the Bolts, Screws and execute this same process.

Place Seat Cushion (F) onto the Chair. Tie the magic tape straps of Seat Cushion
(F) to the slats of Seat Panel (D) as shown above.

Then, place Back Cushion (G) onto the Chair.

Your Chair is ready to use.
