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To avoid fire, shock and serious personal injury, please read the follwing instructions carefully.

- Before i nstalling the fan, disconnect the power by removing fuses or turning off circuit breakers.
- Make sure the i nstallation site you choose allows a minimum of 7.5 fet from the blades to the floor and at l east 30
inches from the tip of the blades to any obstruction (see the picture at the next page).

- l f you are mounting the fan on a ceiling outlet box, use a metal outlet box. Secure the box directly to the building
structure. The outlet box and i ts support must be able to support the moving weight of the fan ( at l east 45kgs.).
Do not use a plastic outlet box.
Attach the mounting bracket by using the hardware supplied with the ceiling outlet box.

- I f you are mounting the fan to a j oist, make sure i t i s strong enough to support the moving weight of the fan
(at l east 45kgs).

- After i nstalling the fan, make sure all the colections are secured. This will prevent the fan from falling.
- Do not i nsert anything i nto the fan blades while the fan i s operating.
- Turn the fan off and wait for i t to stop before reversing fan direction.
- To reduce risk of electrical shock and personal i njury, do not i nstall the fan on a sloped ceiling.
- To reduce the risk of electrical shock and personal i njury, do not use this fan with any solid-state.
- To reduce risk of personal i njury, use only the two steel screws and l ock washers provided with the fan for
mounting the outle box.

- Before you start i nstalling this ceiling fan, disconnect the power supply by turning off the circuit breaker. (see the
picture at the next page.)
- All electrical connections must be i n accordance with l ocal and National Electric Code (N.E.C.) standards and ANSI/
NFPA 70.
- Consult a qualified electrician i f you are unfamiliar with proper electrical wiring connections.
- Do not alter, re-locate or remove wiring when nothing goes wrong with the product.
- Double-check all connections and screws to be sure they are tight and correct.
- Verify whether the supply voltage i s correct by comparing i t with the product i nformation.

- Keep all the parts of this product away from children. The package contains many small or heavy parts that
may bring the risk of choke or i njury.

- Wear safety gloves and safety glasses always when i nstaling or removing the l ight or the fan, or performing
maintenance.

- Do not use water when cleaning your ceiing fan. I  t could damage the motor or the blades or even evoke an
electrical shock.

- The motor has permanently l ubricated ball bearing.
- No need to oil.

The ceiling fan must be installed in the location where there is 12"(300mm) spacing from the tips of 
all blades to the nearest objects or walls. REMEMBER to turn o ffthe power before hanging the fan. 
Follow the instruction below to hang your fan properly:

1. For concrete ceiling, drill two holes in the ceiling and secure the mounting bracket to the ceiling 
     with two    0.32"(8mm) (distance between the two holes should be appropriate) expansion screws, 
     flat washers nuts provided and tighten with a spanner.

2. For wood ceiling, secure the mounting bracket to the ceiling that is capable of carrying a load of at 
     least 100lbs (45kgs) with two long mounting screws and washers provided. Be sure at least 
     0.12"(30mm) of the screw is threaded into the support.

4. Remote supports 200w maximum on lighting side.

2. When the transmitter cannot control the receiver, please check the battery has sufficient
charge in the transmitter.

3. When the transmitter cannot control the receiver, please check if there is any existence of
similar remote controlled products nearby, causing interference with each other.

4. Low power of battery will affect the sensitivity of the transmitter and the signal reception
accordingly, must replace if the battery is getting low power.

5. Please take the battery out from the transmitter when leaving unused for a long time, to
avoid battery leaks.

6. Isolation Switch “Must be connected in the line.”

7. When power is cut to the unit (via a blackout or otherwise) when power is restored the light
will come on.

Before carrying out any cleaning or maintenance work, always make sure that the appliance is disconnected.
LED lights are not removable. LED lights can only be used within the product delivery, they can not be replaced.

MAINTENANCE

1. Periodic cleaning of your new ceiling fan is
the only maintenance that is needed.

WARNING

Lock protection- The DC motor has a built-in safety feature against blade or motor obstruction
during operation. If something obstructs the fan blades or motor, the motor will keep trying to run and
then stop operation after about 30 seconds of interruption. Please remove obstacles and reset. To 
reset:  Turn the fan off by remote transmitter and then turn the fan on.

Over load protection (current limit)- The device will limit the maximum current output from the 
receiver/drive if the fan load has increased abnormally.

Tips

1. If your fan is operates automatically after installation and power on, it is because your fan has
memorized the previous factory setting. Use the Universal Mode or the learning function and your
fan will be ready for use.

2. If the fan or light isn’t working, reset power (turn the power off for at least 5 seconds and then turn the
power back on) and redo the learn function setting.

3.It is not possible to remotely operate more than one fan in the same room (in the area where the remote
signal can reach to) if they share the same power supply. Separate power supplies
(such as using individual wall switches for each fan) is required if you want to separately control more than
one fan in same room.

4. When the fan is turned on or operated using forward/reverse function, it shutters & goes back & forth
until it turns.
    This is a normal and it will take a few seconds to run this operation.
