This Nightstand has multiple parts and may require up to 45 minutes to assemble. To give you an overview of
the Nightstand parts, we've provided the above picture to put the various parts in perspective. Please read
through the instructions below to familiarise yourself with the parts and steps before assembly.
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Unpack and place all parts on a clean, non-marring surface.

Step 2

With assistance from your adult partner, carefully lay the Cabinet (A) down with the door faceup on a clean,
non-marring surface as shown above.
Attach the Legs (B) to the Cabinet (A) using Bolts ((6)) and the Allen Wrench ((7)) as shown above.
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Step 3.1 Step 3.2

Step 3.1: Using a Philips Screwdriver (Not Provided), take the Handle which can be found behind the door.
Step 3.2: To affix the Handle, align the positioning of the Bolts and the Handle to the mounting positions on
the Door.

Insert the Bolts through the mounting positions and affix the Handle by using a Philips Screwdriver (Not
Provided), as shown in the above picture.

Step 4

Close the Door of the Nightstand

Ensure that all bolts and the Handle of the Nightstand are fully driven in and locked in.
The Nightstand now is ready to be used.

Caution: This Nightstand can only be used on a flat, level surface.
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Nightstand Restraint Device Installation Instruction

Uasge For Nightstand Restraint Device :

To secure the Nightstand against the wall, affix 2pcs Metal Brackets ((3)) to the wall and 2pcs Metal Brackets
((®) to the Nightstand. Then, use the Nightstand Restraint Strap ((4)) to connect the Metal Brackets ((3)) on
the wall to the Metal Brackets ((3)) on the Nightstand. Find details as below:

A: Turn the Nighstand around as shown above.

Then affix one Metal Bracket ((3)) to the back of the Nightstand using the 2.0cm Self Tapping Screw ((1)) and
Screwdriver((8))(not provided).

The distance of the screw mounting position to the two edges is about 1".

Repeat this step to affix another Metal Bracket ((3)) to the Nightstand, as shown above.
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B : Determine the location where the screws should be inserted into the wall.

First, mark the point at the same height on the wall as the L-shaped Metal Bracket ((3)) on the Nightstand.
Here are two helpful ways to find these points:

1.Move the Nightstand back against the wall, and mark the wall, ensuring the points on the wall are at the
same height as the metal brackets on the Nightstand.

2.Using a ruler, measure the height from the floor to the Metal Bracket ((3)) on the Nightstand, and then
measure the same height from the floor up the wall, and mark the wall at that same height.

Using a Power Drill((9))(not provided), drill a hole in the wall, then insert a Plastic Anchor ((5)) into the hole
using a Hammer((10) (not provided).

Repeat this step to affix the other Plastic Anchor ((5)) into the wall, as shown above.

C: Affix the L-shaped Metal Bracket ((3)) to the wall.

(Caution:The space between the Nightstand Restraint Strap ((4)) and the Metal Backets ((3)) on the
Nightstand and the wall should be a maximum of 3.5".)

Then affix one L-shaped Metal Bracket ((3)) to the hole in the wall using the 4cm Self Tapping Screws ((2))
and Screwdriver ((8))(not provided).

Repeat this step to affix the other Metal Bracket ((3)) to the wall as shown above.
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D: Move the Nightstand against the wall. Then pull the Nightstand Restraint Strap ((4)) through the two Metal
Brackets ((3)), one by one, and lock the Nightstand Restraint Strap ((4)) tight, as shown above.
The Nightstand Restraint Device is now installed and is ready for use.
