This Dining Chair has multiple parts and may require up to 30 minutes to 
assemble. To give you an overview of the Dining Chair parts, the above 
picture is to help you put the various parts into perspective. Please read 
through the instructions below to familiarise yourself with the parts and steps 
before assembly.

Seat (A) Frame(B)

FRONT FACING
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Step 1

Attach the Frame (B) to Seat (A) using the Bolt (①) and Washer (②) with 
Allen Wrench (③) as shown above. 

Do not fully tighten the Bolts.

Step 2

Stand the Chair up. 
Inspect and make sure all parts are adequately connected.
Fully Tighten all the Bolts.
Place the Chair on a LEVEL SURFACE to check for wobbles.
Adjust the levelers to ensure Chair stability.
