e Tighten bolts : Locate the turncap (picture) and rotate it clockwise to screw the bolt quickly, until
it cannot be rotated any more. Then start rotating with the handle clockwise to finalize tightening
the bolts.

e Loosen bolts : Rotate the handle counterclockwise to loosen the bolt. Then, to completely
remove the bolts, continue rotating with the turncap in the same direction.

Always use the ladder for entering and leaving the upper bunk.

Do not use substitute parts. Contact the manufacturer or dealer for replacement parts.
Use of a night light may provide added safety precaution for a child using upper bunk.
Always use guardrails on both long sides of the upper bunk. If the bunk bed will be
placed next to the wall, the guardrail that runs the full length of the bed should be
placed against the wall to prevent entrapment between the bed and wall.

The use of water or sleep flotation mattress is prohibited.

Keep these instructions for future reference.

Never attach or hang items to any part of the bunk bed that are not designed for use with
the bed for example, but not limited to hooks, belts, and jump ropes.

How to Dismantle Bed Slats.

1. Push down the Clip of Slat Plastic Housing using Allen Key, simultaneously lift up
the Slat at most.

2. Proceed the same procedure for another end of Slat Plastic Housing and Slat,
then pull out the Slat gently.
