( Step 3: Install the Countertop

0 Apply the silicone sealant in a continuous bead along
the top edges of the cabinet

Install the faucet, water supply lines and drain
assembly. Place the top on the cabinet.
Allow to stand for 24 hours.

Step 4: Reinstall Drawers
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Pull out the sliding tracks and align the drawer slots.
Securely tighten the screws underneath the drawer slides to ensure stability.

4.2 Freestanding Bathroom Vanity

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Apply a continuous bead of silicone along the cabinet's top edges.
Place the top on the cabinet and wipe off excess sealant with a damp
cloth. Allow to stand for 24 hours.

Detach the drawer slides from the original side panels and transfer
them to the new panels. Then follow steps 2 and 1 to reinstall the
side panels. Ensure the panels orientation (left or right) is correct
and confirm that no necessary mounting hardware is missing.

5.2 Drawers Panel Replacement

Remove the drawer panel screws as indicated in the diagram, detach the damaged panel,
and then install the new panel.
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6. CARE & MAINTENANCE

6.1 Scratches and Cracks Treatment

Scratches or cracks are rare with our products. However, if you do notice any minor scratches or
cracks, we recommend using a professional Sink Fiberglass Tub Repair Kit designed to match your
countertop’ s color. Should you be uncertain about which kit to purchase, please contact our

customer service team. We are here to assist you in selecting the right repair kit for a seamless and
satisfactory fix.

How to Use the Repair Kit:

Step 1: Thoroughly clean the surface of the area to be repaired.

Step 2: Mix equal parts of A and B (1:1 ratio) according to the instructions provided.

Step 3: Stir the mixture for 3-5 minutes until it is fully blended and even.

Step 4: Apply the mixed product to the damaged area, spreading it evenly and smoothing it out.

Step 5: Allow the repair adhesive to cure for at least 2-3 hours. Once cured, use sandpaper to
smooth the surface.

Step 6: After sanding, ensure that the surface is smooth and level.
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For substantial cracks or significant damage affecting usage, please contact our customer service

team. We can offer a replacement based on the damage extent. Your satisfaction is our priority, and
we are dedicated to providing excellent service.

6.2 Daily Maintenance

To extend the life of the product, please do the maintenance work every day. The following methods
are for reference only.

€ Please dry the cabinet immediately with clean, soft cloth when it encounters water.

s¥ When the product is stained with dirt, wipe the cabinets clean with a soft, damp cloth, apply
some cleaners, and dry immediately with another clean, soft cloth.

s¥ The water supply pipes, the drainage pipes, and the connection parts are prone to water
leakage under different circumstances. Please check these parts regularly to avoid accidents
due to water leakage.

3¢ After the product is used for a period of time, dirt will remain on the drain plug, which will affect
drainage, so the plug needs to be cleaned regularly.
