5. To clean the fixture ,turn off the power, wait for
it to cool, and wipe the fixture with a dean dry.soft
cloth.

6. After making electrical connections, spliced
conductors should be turned upward and pushed
carefully up into the outlet box. The wires should
be spread apart with the grounded conductor and
the equipment-grounding conductor on one side
of the outlet box and ungrounded conductor on
the other side of the outlet box.

7. All screws must be checked and retightened
where necessary before installation .

Energy Saving Usage

Proper installation and use ensure optimal fan performance and energy
savings. Follow these tips:

Optimal Fan Placement

Ceiling fans should be installed in the center of the room, at least 7.5 feet
above the floor and 18 inches away from the walls. If ceiling height permits,
it is recommended to install the fan between 7.5 and 9 feet above the floor
for optimal airflow.

Save Energy-Turn Off When Not in Use

If the room is unoccupied, turn off the ceiling fan to save energy.

Year -Round Fan Use

Summer Season: Use the ceiling fan in the counterclockwise direction. The
airflow created by the ceiling fan produces a wind-chill effect, making you
feel cooler. Select a fan speed that provides a comfortable breeze; lower
speeds consume less energy.

Winter Season: Reverse the motor and operate the ceiling fan at a low speed
in the clockwise direction. This produces a gentle updraft, which pushes the
warm air near the ceiling down into the occupied space. Remember to adjust
your thermostat when using your ceiling fan. This simple step can lead to
additional energy and cost savings

Electrical and Structural Requirements

"Your ceiling fan requires:
1. A grounded electrical supply(AC 110-130V,60Hz, 15 amp circuit).

2.A fan-rated outlet box (supports up to 35 Ibs).

If you are replacing an existing light fixture, turn off the power at the main
fuse box before removing the old fixture.

O Check the main and branch circuit fuses or breakers.

O Check the line wire connections to the fan.

O Check the battery in the remote control.

O Ensure you are in the normal range of 10-20 feet.

O Turn the main power source off, then restore power to the unit.

Within 3 seconds of turning the fan’s power on, press and hold
the "SET Up" button for 5 seconds to complete the pairing
process. Once the receiver detects the set frequency the fan’s
LED light will blink once.

Ensure all motor housing screws are snug.

Ensure the wire nut connections are not rattling against each
other.

Allow a 24-hour “breaking in" period. Most noises associated
with a new fan disappear during this time.

Ensure the canopy is a short distance from the ceiling. it
should not touch the ceiling.

Ensure your outlet box is secure and rubber isolator pads were
used between the mounting plate and outlet box.

If the fan wobbles, disconnect the power by removing the fuses
or tuming off the circuit breakers from the main power source,
then check with the following:Remove the grille from the fan
body by first removing the decorative cap at the center of the
grille by rotating the decorative cap anti-clockwise, use a Phillips
screwdriver to tighten the screw inside of the plastic threaded
nipple

If the wobbling persists, adjust the angle of the grille slightly to
make it more perpendicular to the ground.
