Warmer Tip:

1. If the remote control is used normally; there is no need to perform code matching operation;
2. If the following three situations occur, you need to try to match the code:

(1) When the remote control cannot control the fan normally;

(2) After the APP network configuration fails, the remote control cannot control the fan;
