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- Remove fan motor housing.
- Remove cotter pin and bolt from downrod.
- Loosen jam screw in yoke until it is flush with the inner surface.
- Remove downrod, canopy and yoke cover.
- Insert downrod inside canopy and yoke cover.
- Route wires exiting motor through yoke cover, canopy and downrod.
- Insert bolt through hole in shaft and downrod. Be careful not to damage or cut the fan wires.
- Tighten bolt. Secure with cotter pin through hole in the end of the bolt.
- Secure downrod in position by tightening jam screws. Slide yoke cover down and it will 
  flush with the motor housing.

Ensure your outlet box is a secure and rubber isolation pads were used between 
the mounting plate and outlet box.
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Observe whether the noise decreases after the fan has been running for 24 hours. 
Newly installed fans may have noise issues.

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BALANCING WEIGHT

PLASTIC CLIP

Use the balancing kit only if excessive fan wobble persists after completing all the steps under “Attaching 
the Fan Blades’’ in your Owner’s Manual.
1. Turn on the fan and set it to the speed where the wobble is most noticeable.
2. Turn off the fan and allow it to come to a complete stop. Select one blade and place the balancing clip 
    halfway between the blade holder and the tip, on the trailing edge.
3. Turn the fan back on and observe whether the wobble has increased or decreased. Repeat the test on 
    each blade, noting which one shows the most improvement.
4. Move the clip back to the blade that showed the greatest improvement. Adjust the clip’s position slightly 
    inward and outward along the blade to find the optimal location.
5. Remove the clip and attach a balancing weight to the top of the blade, near the clip position, along the 
    centerline.
6. If the wobble persists, you may further improve the balance by using the clip and additional weights.
