(②), Bolt (①) and Allen Wrench (④) as shown in the picture above.
Note: Affix the Bolt (①) into the Nut (②) inside the Right Leg Panel (D) then remove 
Bolt (①) from the Nut (②).
DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts.

With the help of your adult partner, put the tenons of 2 Support Bars (E) to the mortises of 
Left Leg Panel (C) and then secure by using Bolts (①), Nuts (②), Bolt (①) and Allen 
Wrench (④) as shown in the picture above.
Note: Affix the Bolt (①) into the Nut (②) inside the Left Leg Panel (C) then remove Bolt 
(①) from the Nut (②).
