Step 1:

Unpack and place all parts on a clean, non-marring surface.

With the help of your adult partner, place Table Top (A) facing down, attach Legs (B)
and Wooden Blocks (C) to Table Top (A) as shown above, then:

Step 2.1, secure Wooden Blocks (C) to Table Top (A) by using Screws ((2)) and Allen
Wrench ((3).

Step 2.2, secure Legs (B) to Table Top (A) by using Screws ((1)) and Allen Wrench ((3)).
DO NOT fully tighten the Screws.

Step 3
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With the help of your adult partner, stand the Table up.

Exert pressure floorwards, onto the Table with both your hands.

This pressure will help the Legs and Table Top reach full alignment status.

Check for wobbles on a LEVEL surface.

If no wobbles are found proceed to tighten the Screws in a sequential manner, until evenly
secured.

When tightening the Screws tighten sequentially.

DO NOT tighten any Screw fully and then move on towards the next one.

If there are still wobbles, loosen the Screws and excute the same above process.
WARNING!! IF TABLE IS NOT STABLE, IT COULD LEAD TO DAMAGING THE
PRODUCT.
