2.1)Lift the Backrest(A) up,make sure the Backrest(A) is vertical and aligned to the Armrests.
Align the Tapered Connectors on the Backrest(A) with those on the Left Armrest(B).

4.1)Shown as above picture, Tilt and lay the STEP3 assembled parts on its Backrest(A) onto a flat
surface.

4.2)Attach the Seat(D) to the Left Armrest(B) & the Right Armrest(C) & Backrest(A) using Bolts
(@),Spring Washers(®), and Washers(®) with the Allen Wrench(®@).

DO NOT fully tighten a Bolt in one go and then move on to the next.

Rather, In a sequential manner,gradually tighten each Bolt until all Bolts are evenly
secured.

This methodology will ensure maximum evenness once all Bolts are fully tightened.

Note: Insert the bolts on the Armrest first, then go to Backrest. If you can not insert the Bolt
into position on Backrest,please push the Backrest towards Seat bottom, make sure the
Backrest bottom is leveling with Seat bottom.
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Silicon Gasket (®)

Backrest (A)

Install the Back Leg(J) onto the bottom of the Chair by placing one Silicon Gasket(®) on the
threaded stem.

Then insert the threaded stem into the threaded mounting postion at the corner of the Chair.
Tighten by turning the Leg clockwise.

Repeat this process with the remaining three Legs.

Note: The use of Gaskets are OPTIONAL and are especially useful to help alleviate slight
wobble.

Some Legs may need more than one whilst some legs may not need any.

Step 6

Place the Backrest Cushion(E),Seat Cushion(F), Left Armrest Cushion(G) and Right
Armrest Cushion(H) onto the Sofa (make the velcro matching).

Your Sofa is ready for use.

This Sofa can only be used on a flat, level surface.
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
