FRONT FACING

This 3 Seaters has multiple parts and may require up to 60 minutes to
assemble. To give you an overview of the 3 Seaters, the above picture is
to help you put the various parts into perspective. Please read through
the instructions here below to familiarise yourself with the parts and steps
before assembly.
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Step 2
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With assistance from you adult partner, attach Left Seat Panel (G) to

Right Seat Panel (H) by using Bolts ((2)) with Sleeve Nuts ((3)) with Allen
Wrenchs ((1)) as shown above.

DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts.

Step 3 PN
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With assistance from your adult partner, attach Middle Leg (I) to the
assembled part in Step 2 then secure Middle Leg (I) to Seat Panels (G, H)
by using Screws ((4)) with Allen Wrench ((1)) as shown above.

DO NOT fully tighten the Screws.
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With assistance from your adult partner, turn the assembled part in Step
3 right side up.

Attach Left Backrest Panel (E) to the assembled part in Step 3 as shown
above. Then:

Step 4.1, secure Left Backrest Panel (E) to Left Seat Panel (G) by using
Bolts ((2)) with Allen Wrench ((1)).

Step 4.2, secure Left Backrest Panel (E) to Left Seat Panel (G) by using
Screw ((5)) with Allen Wrench ((1).

DO NOT fully tighten the Screw and the Bolts.
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Step 5.1

With assistance from your adult partner, attach Left Leg Panel (A) to the
assembled part in Step 4 as shown above. Then:

Step 5.1, secure Left Leg Panel (A) to Left Backrest Panel (E) by using
Bolts ((2)) and Sleeve Nuts ((3)) with Allen Wrenchs ((1).

Step 5.2, secure Left Leg Panel (A) to Left Seat Panel (G) by using
Screw ((5)) with Allen Wrench ((1).

DO NOT fully tighten the Screw and the Bolts.

With assistance from your adult partner, attach Right Backrest Panel (F)
to the assembled part in Step 5 as shown above. Then:

Step 6.1, secure Right Backrest Panel (F) to Left Backrest Panel (E) by
using Bolts ((2)) and Sleeve Nuts ((3)) with Allen Wrench ((1)).

Step 6.2, secure Right Backrest Panel (F) to Right Seat Panel (H) by
using Screw ((5)) with Allen Wrench ((1).

DO NOT fully tighten the Screw and the Bolts.
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With assistance from your adult partner, secure Right Backrest Panel (F)
to Right Seat Panel (H) by using Bolts ((2)) with Allen Wrench (1) as
shown above.

DO NOT fully tighten the Bolts.

Step 8
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With assistance from your adult partner, attach Right Leg Panel (B) to the
assembled part in Step 7 as shown above. Then:

Step 8.1, secure Right Leg Panel (B) to Right Backrest Panel (F) by
using Bolts ((2)) and Sleeve Nuts ((3)) with Allen Wrenchs ((1)).

Step 8.2, secure Right Leg Panel (B) to Right Seat Panel (H) by using
Screw ((5)) with Allen Wrench ((1).

DO NOT fully tighten the Screw and the Bolts.
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Step 9
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Adjust hlgh Adjust low

Adjust Pre-installed Levelers

Inspect it and make sure all parts are adequately connected.

Gently and gracefully, sit onto the 3 Seaters.

This will help to align all the parts at all joint areas.

Then get off the 3 Seaters and proceed to tighten the Bolts and Screws in
a seqguential manner.

When tightening the Screws and Bolts tighten sequentially.

DO NOT tighten any Screws or Bolts fully and then move on towards the
next one.

If there are still wobbles, loosen the Screws, Bolts execute this same
process.

Adjust Pre-installed Levelers height for balance.

Step 10 . ‘;

10.1 Remove plastic bag to decompress white foam Back Cushions (C).
10.2 Unzip Back Cushion Covers (K).

10.3 Insert Back Cushions (C) into matching Back Cushion Covers (K).
10.4 Adjust/smooth out cover and cushion before zipping pillow closed.
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Step 11

Place Seat Cushions (D) onto the 3 Seaters.
Then, place Back Cushions (C) onto the Seat Cushions (D) as shown

above.
Your 3 Seaters is ready to use.
This 3 Seaters can only be used on a flat, level surface.
