FRONT FACING

This Sofa has multiple parts and may require up to some 30 minutes to assemble. To give
you an overview of the Sofa parts, the above picture is to help you put the various parts
into perspective. Please read through the instructions below to familiarise yourself with

the parts and steps before assembly.
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As shown above, use an inner hexagon Allen wrench ((3)) to remove the plastic plug (to prevent aluminum
deformation) from the four ends of the seat (D).

If necessary, please keep the plastic plug for repacking.

Step 2

“ FRONT

Open the carton and place all parts on a clean, non-damaged surface. Insert seat (D) into left panel (A) as
shown.

If you find seat (D) misaligned with left side plate (A), turn seat (D) upside down
To match the installation location.

Step 3

3.1)Attach Seat(D) and Left Side Panel(A) using Bolt(®) with Allen wrench (®) as shown in the picture.

3.2)Attach Seat(D) and Left Side Panel(A) using Bolt(® @) with Allen wrench () as shown in the picture.
Do not fully tighten the Bolt.
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Connect the rear support rod (C) to the left panel (A) using an inner hexagon Allen wrench (3))and bolts (2)) as
shown. Do not tighten the bolt completely.

Step 5

5.1)Attach Seat(D) and Right Side Panel(B) using Bolt(®) with Allen wrench (@) as shown in the picture.
5.2)Attach Seat(D) and Right Side Panel(B) using Bolt(® @) with Allen wrench (®) as shown in the picture.
Place the chair upright and test for stability.

Then proceed to fully tighten all bolts at all joints in sequence

Step 6

As shown, bolt(2))and connect the rear support rod (C) to the right panel (B) with an inner hexagon Allen wrench

(®). Loosen bolt not completely
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magic tape

Set up the single chair.

Place single chair on level. Check and ensure that all parts are fully connected.

Sit gently and carefully on the sofa.

This will help align all the parts at all the joints.

Then carefully leave the sofa and tighten all the bolts in sequence. Place the seat cushion (E) and back cushion
(F) on the single chair, and attach the magic tape from the back cushion to the seat cushion.

Your single chair is ready.
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
