Insert 6-Wood Dowels (j) into
each Side Panel holes.

Insert 4-Metal Fasteners (l) into
each Side Panel holes.
See Diagram above.

Insert 3-Metal Fasteners (l) into
each Side Panel holes.
See Diagram above.

DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN

Insert 6-Cam Locks (k) into the
large predrilled holes( 3 per each
Side), point the arrow on the Cam in
the direction of the side edge. Push the
Cam into the hole.

Then use a screwdriver, to turn each
Cam approximately 1/2 turn in the
direction of the arrow (clock-wise) to
lock it in place.

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Step 5

Soft surface

Attach Top (a) and Bottom (b) ) with
Side Panels face down as showing.

Be sure all wood dowels and metal
fasteners are located in the opposite
holes BEFORE insert the cam locks.

Bottom Apron

lift the top of the
Bookcase and
slide Top Apron
underneath. Make
sure the cleats are
inside the top.

Insert 8-Cam Locks (k) into the
large predrilled holes, point the arrow
on the Cam in the direction of the side
edge. Push the Cam into the hole.
Then use a screwdriver, to turn each
Cam approximately 1/2 turn in the
direction of the arrow (clock-wise) to
lock it in place (Applies only on Top and
Bottom).

Install Top Apron (d) to the Top

and Bottom Apron (e) to the Bottom
with Flat screws (0), press down firmly
and carefully to close all gaps.

IMPORTANT: Back Panel must be
completely aligned with TOP and side edges
as well, to ensure a square cabinet .

Lay the BACK PANEL (h) on the back edges of
the Bookcase as shown. Make sure the BACK
PANELS unfinished side faces up.

Position the BACK PANEL (h) flush with the top
edge, make sure the BACK PANEL (h) does not
overlap at the top corners.

Insert and screw 6 Screws (n) along the top
edge of the BACK PANELS, then insert and
screw 4 Screws (n) along one side edge to
square the cabinet. When the cabinet is square
insert and screw into the rest of empty pre-drilled
holes of the Back Panel.

NOTE: DO NOT LIFT OR TILT ON SIDE OR EDGES. See Diagram above.

Installation Instructions:
1. Attach one of the mounting brackets (p) securely to the top back edge of the furniture.
Use one of the SHORTER screws (n) to securely attach the bracket (p) to bookcase.
2. Determine where furniture is to be placed and mark location on the wall for the
mounting bracket screw hole approximately 2" below the bracket mounted to the
edge of the furniture.
3. Drill a 3/16" hole in the wall. Press the plastic anchor (r) into the hole and gently tap until the flange
on the anchor is against the wall surface.
4. Position the bracket (p) over the anchor and use one of the LONGER screws (0) to securely attach
the bracket to wall.
5. Place the furniture so that the bracket (p) on the back edge is in line with the bracketb (p) on
the wall.
6.Lace an end of the nylon restraint strap (q) down through each bracket (p). Bring both ends together
and slide the end of the strap through the slot in the other end until snug.
(Caution: The rough serrated edge must be to the inside of the loop or it will not lock into place.)
7. Check to make sure the strap is securely laced and locked to the brackets.
