I.  Wall Mount (No Stud): Select a location where
you want to the headboard to be mounted. Mark
on the wall the two locations where the wall
anchors (#H) will be placed. Drill a hole for each
anchor slightly smaller then the size of the screw.
Push the anchor (#H) as far as it will go with your
finger. Tap gently with a hammer until the wall
anchor (#H) is flush with the wall surface. Align
the headboard (#1) with the anchors (#H). Insert
the screws (#l) with the flat washers (#J) into the X M/,q<
legs (#2) and tighten those screws using a s
Phillips screwdriver to lock them down with the
anchors (#H).
